Neutralisation

An acid mixed with an alkali makes something called a salt.

If you mix the right quantities, they will neutralise each other.
Some useful neutralisation reactions

Put bicarbonate of soda (alkali) onto a bee sting (acid).

Put vinegar (acid) onto a wasp sting (alkali).

If you eat too much, your stomach produces a lot of acid which makes it hurt. Indigestion tablets contain a mild alkali to help cure it.
